Roblox Reminder
A reminder to all parents that Roblox is an open app, where new games and add-ons are added daily to the platform. Many games, such as Rainbow Friends, Doors, Piggy and Poppy Playtime are classed as ‘horror’ games and often have age ratings of over 9 or over 13.
We are aware children are accessing these games on tablets at home, and are talking about them in school and bringing in merchandise. We ask that if your child has merchandise from these games, even keyrings, that they DO NOT bring these into school, and you encourage them to not talk about it in school.
How to keep your child safe on Roblox
· Talk to your child/ren about what they are playing and ask them to show you
